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Work executed from the 7th to the 22nd of November 1964 , with

Luauﬂmru_ Sedeinga, 26th of November 1964

a groupe of about eighty labourers .

Excavations were carried out in the area of the large cemetary
and in the area of the West tombs,

a) The large cemetery.

Several trials excavations were executed across the *wm two.
"wadis" which pass through this cemetery.

The trials seem to prove that the formation of the "wadig" in
question is more ancient than the establishment of the cemetery;
whose tombs were so disposed in three separate groups.

b) The West tombs.

This ‘area,on which we concentrated all our attention,has been
almost completely cleared on its upper surface.It seems to en-
close only nine tombs,.

The superstructures of these tombs were all pyramids,mostly
in mud-bricks — only W Tl (excavated last year) and W T4 were
~made in stone-blocks.Architecturally,the pyramids were of dif-

ferent typesjtheir study will be made simultaneously with the
advance of the work,

The three burial-chambers partially cleared —- W T3,4 and 5,
confirm that the West tombs have been completely k¥m plundered.

The clearing of the upper surface of this area allowgﬁs to find
some scattered stone-remaing,decorated or inscribed,mostly of
meroitic epoch.Among these blocks Jmk let us point out:

relief (the winged sun-disc flanked by two"uraei™)

and mmgraxsd inscribed with seven long horizontal

lines of meroitic text.
